Auckland City

Transportation

 Shuttle

There is a shuttle service from Auckland airport to any one of the Auckland hostels mentioned 
above.
The charge is NZ$22 per person or NZ$28 for two people travelling together and the shuttle 
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buses will drop you off at the front door of your accommodation. 
Shuttle buses are located outside the Arrivals Lounge at Auckland International Airport, with free 
phones located inside the arrival area to book one, should none be available.
The minibus express is the best option if you are flying in on the day school starts;  you will be
picked up from Auckland airport and brought directly to our main campus.
